ELIGIBILITY: The contest is hosted by the Sarnia Photographic Club. The contest is open to all individuals within
Canada. Contestants assume full responsibility to respect copyright. No photographic restrictions apply. All adult
participants are eligible to win the Grand Prize.

Adult: 18 years of age or older
Youth Categories: 11 years of age and under at the date of entry
12 years to 17 years of age at the date of entry

All youth entering the competition will require a parental/guardian permission form to be completed and submitted
with the photo when entered. Any youth that does not have this form completed will not have their photo judged. The
parental/guardian permission approves: entry into the competition; acceptance of a prize; display of the photo at the
Cheeky Monkey with the photographers name displayed; all media coverage which would display the photo and
youth’s name; any photo of the photographer for use in the media; and publishing the winning photos with the youth’s
name on our web site.

CATEGORIES: The Sarnia Photographic Club, 7th Annual Adult Photo Contest is divided into 2 categories.
e People
e Weather
Youth age groups will have one category each:

11 years and under — Pets and Animals (no people in the photo)

12 to 17 years of age — Environment: Human Impact on the Environment (no people in the photo)
(Burning, dodging & general cleanup of photograph is accepted. No extreme darkroom or digital manipulation please.)

HOW TO PARTICIPATE: Submit up to 2 prints per category. (Do not exceed this limit.)
Submissions are accepted in person at one of the following locations and must be wrapped so the photo and name of
the photographer is not identifiable:

ENTRY FEES: $5.00 per photograph. Payment is cash or money order payable to Sarnia Photographic Club. (Tax
is included.) Entry fee is non-refundable.
FORMAT: PRINTS ONLY. Traditional or digital, black & white as well as colour prints are accepted.
Print Size: 8" x 10" (minimum) to 11" x 16" (maximum).

All prints must be mounted on foam board and trimmed to the size of the photo for proper display and judging.

No framed prints or matted prints will be accepted.
